The course, provided free of charge and funded through the Department of Homeland Security, is designed to increase the preparedness and response capability within the local community. During the two-day course students participate in multiple hands-on scenarios which reinforce critical thinking skills to ensure an understanding of the critical knowledge components of the course.  Initially designed to address CBRNE events, chemical, biological, radiological/nuclear, or explosive events, course material stresses an all hazards approach to disaster response.
